An EMERGENCY APPROPRIATION Ordinance

WHEREAS, the McLean County Board, on November 15, 2016, adopted the Combined Annual
Appropriation and Budget Ordinance, which sets forth the revenues and expenditures deemed necessary to
meet and defray all legal liabilities and expenditures to be incurred by and against the County of McLean
for the 2017 Fiscal Year beginning January 1, 2017 and ending December 31, 2017; and,

WHEREAS, the Combined Annual Appropriation and Budget Ordinance includes the operating
budget for the Circuit Clerk Department 0015; including the sub-department 0014 Automation; and

WHEREAS, enhancements need to be made to the E-Justice Case Management System to comply
with the Ilinois Supreme Court mandate that all filings be submitted electronically; and

WHEREAS, the Justice Committee on Tuesday, March 7, 2017 and the County Board on March
21, 2017 approved a contract with Calibur Public Safety to provide required enhancements; and

WHEREAS, the Justice Committee, on Tuesday, April 4, 2017 approved and recommended to the
County Board an Emergency Appropriation for the Circuit Clerk Department; now, therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED by the McLean County Board as follows:

1. That the County Auditor is directed to add (subtract) to the appropriated budget of the Circuit
Clerk Department, Automation Fund 0140, the following appropriation:

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT BY AND BETWEEN THE
COUNTY OF McLEAN, THE McLEAN COUNTY SHERIFF AND THE
BLOOMINGTON NORMAL AIRPORT AUTHORITY

THIS AGREEMENT, made this day of March, 2017 by and between the
County of McLean, (the "County"), the McLean County Sheriff, (the "Sherift"),
and the Bloomington Normal Airport Authority (the "Authority").

WHEREAS, the Authority desires to obtain the services of two (2) full-time
Sheriff's Deputy to provide general security for its Central Illinois Regional
Airport, currently provided by the sheriff pursuant to an "Intergovernmental
Agreement" which became effective June 21, 2005; and

WHEREAS, the Sheriff and County deem it to be in the best interest of the citizens
of McLean county that a full-time Sheriff's Deputy be stationed at the Central
Illinois Regional Airport for general security purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Authority desires to defray the sheriff's costs of providing such
full-time Sheriff's Deputy through funds provided by the Federal Transportation
Security Administration; now, therefore,

IT IS AGREED by the parties as follows:

1. That the Sheriff shall provide the Authority with the services of two (2) full-
time Sheriff's Deputies to provide general security at the Central Illinois
Regional Airport for eighty (80) hours per week based upon a schedule to be
mutually agreed upon by the Sheriff and the Authority. Additional days and
hours shall also be subject to mutual agreement.

2. That the Authority acknowledges that such full-time Sheriff's Deputies shall
be considered on duty and subject to the direction and control of the Sheriff.

3. That the Authority agrees to reimburse the County an amount equivalent to
the salary, benefits and related personnel costs for two (2) full-time Sheriff's
Deputies from funds provided to the Authority by the Federal Transportation
Security Administration (the "TSA") so long as such reimbursement does
not exceed the maximum amount allowed for sixteen (16) hours a day for
(7) days per week.

That the Authority agrees to pay the McLean County Sheriff the hourly rate
of $40.90, retroactive to January 1, 2017 for costs associated with providing
general security at the Central Illinois Regional Airport. That rate to be
increased 3% to $42.13 effective on January 1, 2019.

That so long as TSA funds are used for such reimbursement, workers'
compensation and liability coverage will be available to the County and the
Sheriff subject to the terms of the "Law Enforcement Reimbursement
Agreement between the Transportation Security Administration and the
Bloomington Normal Airport Authority" (the "TSA Agreement").

That the parties acknowledges that on occasion, the Sheriff's Deputies may
be unable to provide service due to a personnel shortage, an emergency
situation or exigent circumstances. The Sheriff agrees to notify the
Authority in advance, whenever possible, or within a reasonable period of
time should such a situation arise and will not bill the Authority for any
hours or services that were not provided.

That the Authority agrees to indemnify and hold the County and the Sheriff
harmless from any and all liability which may arise due to the acts or
omissions of the Authority, its officers, agents and/or employees.

That the County and the Sheriff agree to indemnify and hold the Authority
harmless from any and all liability which may arise due to the acts or
omissions of the County, the Sheriff, their officers, agents and employees.

That additional full-time Sheriff's Deputies may be added to the security
detail at the Central Illinois Regional Airport by mutual agreement of the
parties, subject to the approval of an amendment to this Agreement,

adequate personnel availability and adequate funding for reimbursement.

The parties agree that this Agreement may be terminated by either party with
thirty (30) days write notice to the other party. This Agreement may also be
terminated if TSA funding becomes unavailable to the Authority at any time
during the effective dates of this Agreement. The Authority shall be
responsible for the full cost of all services rendered, but not reimbursed, if
TSA funding is not available.

That the County will make the Sheriff Deputies available for any initial or
recurrent training, as outlined by the TSA Agreement.
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12,  That the effective dates of this Agreement shall be from January 1, 2017
through and including December 31, 2019.

Re:  Personnel Policy ’Updates

Chairman Selzer,

Attached please find an ordinance which I propose the Finance Committee consider for adoption
by the full County Board. The General Assembly amended the Illinois Employee Sick Leave
Act (820 ILCS 191/1) and enacted the Illinois Child Bereavement Act (820 ILCS 154/ 1)
recently. Our policies, in accordance with state and federal law, have allowed employees to take
sick leave to care for various family members. The new laws expand who is included in that
definition of family member. Similarly, the new bereavement act contains a definition of “child”
that is slightly broader than that which is contained in our policies now.

Enacting these amendments by the County Board will make the language in our policies mirror

those of these new laws. As such, staff recommends the Finance Committee consider them for
approval.
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AN ORDINANCE BY THE McLEAN COUNTY BOARD
AMENDING CHAPTER 108 PERSONNEL POLICIES AND
PROCEDURES, ARTICLE VI. HOLIDAYS AND LEAVES
OF ABSENCE, SECTION 34 SICK LEAVE, AND
SECTION 37 BEREAVEMENT LEAVE IN
THE McLEAN COUNTY CODE

WHEREAS, the McLean County Board has certain ordinances which promulgate rules and
regulations pertaining to the use of sick leave and bereavement leave; and,

WHEREAS, Section 108-34 of the McLean County Code sets the County’s policies regarding
sick leave; and,

WHEREAS, Section 108-37 of the McLean County Code sets the County’s policies regarding
bereavement leave; and,

WHEREAS, through Public Act 99-921, the Illinois General Assembly amended the Employee
Sick Leave Act redefining who an employee may use personal sick leave benefits to care for;
and,

WHEREAS, through Public Act 99-703, the Illinois General Assembly created the Child
Bereavement Leave Act which defines when an employee is legally entitled to take bereavement;
and,

WHEREAS, the amendments listed below bring Sections 108-24 and 108-37 of the McLean
County Code into compliance with the aforementioned Public Acts, and

WHEREAS, the Finance Committee at their April 5%, 2017 meeting has concurred with such
recommendation, now, therefore

BE IT RESOLVED, by the County Board of McLean County, now in regular session, as follows:
1. That the aforesaid Chapter 108, Sections 34 and 37, are hereby amended as follows:

(Additions are indicated by text and stricken material by text. Omitted material denoted by three
asterisks [***].)

Chapter 108 PERSONNEL POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

Article IV. Holidays and Leaves of Absence
§ 108-34 Sick Leave.

D. Purpose of such leave. Employees may utilize sick leave when they are too ill
to report to work, in the event of injury, or for routine medical and dental
appointments. Employees who are not covered by the TOPS system may also
use sick leave to care for other persons within the employee's immediate-family.
The term "immediate family" shall be defined here as an employee's parents,
children, spouse and-,siblings, domestic partner, mother-in-law, father-in-law,
grandchild, grandparent, or step-parent. Exceptions for those beyond this
definition may be made at the discretion of the department head. All foreseeable
leave for such purposes shall require a specific prior approval of the department
head; in the event of sick leave usage for any purpose, the department head may
require the certificate of a medical doctor giving information as to the
circumstances involved.

§ 108-37 Bereavement leave.

An employee may be absent with pay from work for a period of up to three working days
due to a death in the immediate family. The "immediate family" shall be defined here as
the employee's parents, children, spouse, siblings, grandparents, grandchildren, and in-
laws. “Child” or “Children” is defined as an employee’s son or daughter who is a
biological, adopted, or foster child, a stepchild, a legal ward, or a child of a person
standing in loco parentis. Exceptions for those beyond this definition may be made at
the discretion of the department head. Department heads may grant additional time in
unusual circumstances. Department heads additionally shall have the authority to grant
bereavement leave in hourly increments for situations other than those listed above.

2. Said amendment shall remain in effect until such time as the McLean County Board
approves, amends, suspends and/or rescinds the policy by formal action of the McLean
County Board; and

3. The County Clerk shall provide a copy of this Resolution to the County Administrator, the
State’s Attorney, and the First Civil Assistant State’s Attorney.

4. This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon approval and adoption.
